I Il try to reconstitute the facts according to my memory

There is no doubt that | was upset and there is a possibility that some elements could be distorted in my
reconstitution so | would advise to ask for evidences from the two other players at the table

After the lead declarer took a normal time planning the play and after that played” a tempo” on tricks 1/2/3(no
hesitation whatsoever to take the ace of club)/4/5/6

On trick seven declarer presented the 9 of diamond from hand and after South(myself) played the 6(if | remember
well) took stock for at least 2 to 3 minutes

During that interval | had the time to ponder about what declarer was thinking —I understood that the clubs were
not guarded (this was not obvious after trick three and was extremely surprising)and that declarer had to choose
between a simple finesse or the double finesse on Q/10

Eventually declarer decided to call for the king of diamonds and claimed nine tricks conceding the ace of spade at
the end

Playing for the drop of the queen combined to not ducking the club on trick 3 is very weird and | immediately
called the director —it took at least a minute or two before the director made himself available (I had to repeat my
(call a few times) and | explained that | wanted to report a hand (nothing less nothing more

during the time we waited for the director ,Lotan the partner of Ron who was sitting on my side of the screen
asked what was going on -I told him that | was upset by the line chosen by the declarer which was dubious and
couldn'’t fit the level of a vice world champion(even if junior)-the director started to fill in the form but we agreed to
postpone that after the end of the match-I contest therefore the claim of Ron that | assaulted him verbally

after the board(3

After board 29 we played the last board 30 also in very unacceptable circumstances after Lotan called back the
director at the end of the bidding (contract was 7H by south) complaining he heard other players discuss the hand
and that he knew the cards distribution —he supposed that | didn’t hear as he considered me to be honest enough

to report if | had unauthorized information and the director instructed us to proceed-there was no way for me to
get out of the catch -22 situation the call of Lotan has provoked as it was obvious that if | would go for a very
sophisticated line of play( which was actually required on the hand) this would arise suspicions

So | settled quickly for a reasonable even if inferior line of play and went two down-(as a matter of theoretical
(interest it is obvious to me that | should have refused to continue to play the board

My remarks to Lotan haven been made in a high tone some other players came to me asking what happened-I
remember having explained the case on their request to David Birman-Dana Tal-Yossi Engel who called Micha Amit to
listen and who related this case to some other cases-my teammates -maybe to Ilan Shezifi and some other people

| insinuated very strongly that the line of play was not plausible and indicated to possible unauthorized
information-and | said that | felt cheated

The incident in board 29 the circumstances of board 30 the noise and edginess in the room (very uncomfortable
conditions for the players sitting at that specific table) were not ideal to calm the atmosphere —unfortunately that
specific incident with those specific players seemed also to be a delicate matter in itself which contributed to the

overall excitation

During all that time | didn’t address Ron Schwarz and didn’t t accuse him of anything-l also didn’t t ask for
redress of any damage- my point was and still is to report a hand who was played on a weird manner

having been chairman of the national appeal committee in the Belgian bridge federation for many years | know —
the procedures -brilliant players should be allowed to make brilliant plays- the authorities are there to ensure that
they are genuine-it is the sum of weird plays or decisions and their analyses that help the authorities to decide if
the ethical side of the game is preserved when there is doubt

I have no quarrel with Ron Schwarz and,l am not involved enough in the local bridge life to have time for gossips-
on the other hand Ron never took the pain to explain to me his line of play which he claims was found acceptable
by other players

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| stay behind my report but leave the job of deciding what is worth to the competent authorities

I don t feel | owe Ron any excuses as | didn’t accuse him of anything or insult him but if my behavior will be
considered as improper by a competent authority | am ready to oblige

A last point-the table layout was so bad that Lotan had to call the director during the match to complain about the
fact that he could see cards at another table

It would certainly help to improve the playing conditions
